An Ideal Investing Tool  

 Morningstar Investment Research Center (MIRC) is an easy to navigate database that was designed especially 

to help you reach your investment goals. It’s the one-stop tool for collecting financial information, getting reliable port-

folio analysis, learning about investment options, and getting the most up-to-date financial news and commentary.  

 MIRC provides data on over 14,500 stocks, 24,800 mutual funds, 1,500 exchange-traded funds, and 700 closed 

end funds. It also provides analyst reports on over 3,500 securities, offering in-depth background and analyst opinions 

on top investments. 

 MIRC is located on the 3 Electronic Research Computers, located on the southeast end of our computer is-

land.  Many information guides; like 30 Days to Financial Fitness, How to Start Investing in Stocks & Mutual Funds,& 

How to Invest During an Economic Slowdown are included.

But it is important 

to recognize that some municipal buildings, especially libraries, also outwardly express the 

values of their community. By its size, location and design quality our new library will ex-

press to visitors and neighbors, as well as to ourselves, the pride we have in our town. It will 

demonstrate the importance we place on literacy, culture and providing our citizens with resources for learning. It will 

also create a legacy that clearly speaks to our children and the future members of this delightful community about 

where our values are.

 MIRC recently reviewed the largest 529 college savings plans and identified 27 plans likely to outperform their 

peers. 

 MIRC also provides a Tutorial Center with short instructional videos with a step-by-step overview of the data-

base and its valuable tools.  To access their Tutorial Center simply click the Help & Education tab, of the database, and 

then the Database Guides column, which includes a link to the New Tutorial Center.   

 FYI: The Library provides earphones at each ERC station. We are restricted to having just one computer using 

Morningstar Investment Research Center at a time, so this investing tool is only available to use inside the Li-

brary.  Come try it!
