
You‟ve probably noticed that we joined the Washington Anytime 

Library consortium a few months ago.  Perhaps you‟ve already 

downloaded eBooks or eAudio Books through the Overdrive appli-

cation. But did you know that MVCL received a grant from the 

Washington State Library for an eBook Reader Pilot Project? 
 

Part of the library‟s mission is to promote lifelong learning and to 

provide a variety of materials in multiple formats. To meet this 

need, library staff need to understand the basics behind the most popular eBook 

readers so that we can assist our patrons as they seek to download eBook mate-

rials available at the library.  The eBook Reader Pilot Project, supported with 

Library Services and Technology Act funding provided by the federal Institute of 

Museum and Library Services, as well as additional funding from the Friends of 

the Mount Vernon Library, is helping the library staff learn how to use a variety 

of eReaders and download titles to a computer, reader or smart phone. 
 

As part of the eBook Reader Pilot Project, the library purchased two Kindles, 

two Nooks, and an iPad. One of the requirements of the grant is for selected 

staff members to become “eReader experts” and to train others to become profi-

cient on that eReader while gaining comfort on the assigned eReader. The skills 

we want staff to learn and comfortably share with patrons (and other staff mem-

bers) include: (1) Connecting their device to a wireless network; (2) Navigating 

the menus on their devices; (3) Accessing the features of their devices, such as 

searching, highlighting and bookmarking; (4) Downloading materials from their 

bookseller (Amazon, B&N, etc.); and (5) Sideloading materials from outside 

sources. 
 

Staff members began practicing with the devices and wrote down tips and in-

structions for each device.  We anticipate that most questions about how to 

download eBooks and how to use eReaders will be handled by the Reference and 

Circulation Desk staff. We have developed handouts to assist our patrons with 

navigating the initial registration and downloading process, and these handouts 

also outline the step-by-step process of browsing, downloading and transferring 

materials to computers, eReaders and smart phones. These handouts are avail-

able at the front desk and are online as well. 
 

We presented an overview of eReaders and the Washington Anytime Library 

application to a group of Skagit County librarians at Skagit Valley College in 

September, and we‟ll provide a follow-up presentation in January. We also pre-

sented a program at the library for patrons who might be interested in purchas-

ing an eReader, and will follow up on this in January or February as well. 
 

We invite patrons to utilize the library‟s expanded access to audiobooks and 

eBooks from Overdrive. Library card holders can check out and download digital 

media anytime, anywhere by visiting http://anytime.lib.overdrive.com.

It‟s great when you can make a difference in your community.  The Mount Vernon City Library has a new Juvenile Detention Center 

book talking program. Hoping to positively influence at-risk youth, I developed a program in which I visit the Skagit Valley Juvenile 

Detention Center once a month to talk about, and hand out, great books.  The program is funded by a grant from the Margaret Alex-

ander Edwards Foundation and by the Friends of the Mount Vernon City Library. 

 

“I never read a book before I came in here [the detention center],” says one of the inmates. “Reading a book is like watching a movie.”  

 

By bringing the inmates books they want, as well as books which deliver powerful messages on positive change, I hope to make a dif-

ference. The inmates are allowed to keep the books, and take them when they leave.  If you can get the right book to the right person, 

you can change a life.  Not all of the titles are serious. Calvin and Hobbes and Michael Connelly books are in high demand, and so are 

popular young adult titles like The Hunger Games, by Suzanne Collins. 

 

„These kids need laughter,” one of the guards has said. “There‟s not much of it in here.” 

 

Books on tough subjects such as drugs, gangs,  and serial killers are also very popular.  Teens face tough issues, so many of the books 

brought into the center are about the power of redemption, such as Whirligig by Paul Fleischman,  about a sixteen-year-old boy 

named Brian, who travels around the country building Whirligigs in honor of a girl he killed in a drunk driving accident. In the course 

of his journey, Brian learns to forgive himself, and atone for what he has done. 

 

It‟s important to make these kids laugh, but it‟s also important to make them think about how to change their situation for the better. 

Hopefully the books I provide will give hope to kids so they can do that.
